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The LinkTouch™ is the remote of your pool control system. By using the
LinkTouch, you can control the lights, the heat pump and cover of your
swimming pool.

The LinkTouch™ can operate in different modes:

When the LinkTouch™ is inserted in the Wall Mount, it will charge till full
battery.

When LinkTouch™ is removed from the Wall Mount, it will work instantly
when touched.

When the LinkTouch™ is removed from the Wall Mount and it is not
touched for 15 seconds, it will turn into “Standby mode”. In this case the
display will be off. As soon as the touch panel is touched by the user, the
display will turn on again.

When the battery is empty, the LinkTouch™ will no longer function. To turn
on the LinkTouch™ again, it needs to be inserted into the powered wall
mount. When inserted the display will be active again and the LinkTouch™
will start communicating with the external devices.
